A machinist eyeballed it and said it would need to be bored out so I
replaced it.

Block comes with the matched balance shaft covers (but no shafts) and crank cradle (missing nuts).

It's free to a good home. Local pickup (Escondido, CA) only.

Maybe the machinist was wrong and it could be honed. Or bore it out for a non-Spec project.

If I don't get any hits on this by this weekend (1/24), it's going to the scrap yard so I can finally get it out
of my garage.
